Requirements

1ssBlog was tested on ColdFusion 8, but i think it should work without problems from ColdFusion MX 6.1.
As Database you can use only MSSQL for now. Sorry guys, but MySQL support will be provided latter.
Installation

1. create the SQL database and run the sript admin/setup/mssql.sql
2. create the DSN for the new database

3. if you have an existing blogCFC blog, edit first 8 lines of admin/setup/import.cfm and then run this script. it will import the data from your blpgCFC database to the new database

4.  edit 

a) request.blogname in _settings.cfm

b) request.blogname in the admin/_settings.cfm folder

5. delete the folder admin/setup
6. login to the admin section using the username: admin password: admin and edit your Settings and Admins
The Blog INI File

I will not explain all parameters here, because most of them are easy to understand from the Settings page. So here are some that may need comments:
[blog]
urlUserName/urlPassword - are used for HTTP authentification when a cache refresh is done
[cache]

mechanism - the caching mechanism to be used. There are provided a couple of mechanisms in the com/caching folder, but you can easily use any other. Just make sure it will have the following methods: cacheInit, cacheSetElement, cacheGetElement, cacheRemoveElement, cacheShutdown.
Blog Options

I am not going to go through the obvious options and instead will get some descriptions only to the parts that may need details.

Pods: each of the pods can be or can not be cached; you can set the side where the pod should appear (left, right, bottom); as pod title may be used some text or an image; pod timeout can be set and when it expires the pod will be re-cached.

Smiles: images that will substitute text smiles if the feature is enabled.
Triggers: a set of pods that will be re-cached automatically when an even happen. Right now you have the option to set it for 2 events.
Skins: 1ssBlog allow easily to add skins and they automatically will appear as options in the admin section. In order to add a new skin, create it's folder in the _layouts folder and copy to it all needed CFML, HTML, CSS, JS files. In order things to work right you need the following files there:
1. _bottomPod.cfm - bottom pod layout. Required are: [[PODTITLE]] - is what will be replaced with the title of the pod (text or image); [[PODBODY]] - will be replaced by pod body

2. _default.cfm - the main file. be sure to have there:

3. _footer.cfm - the footer

4. _header.cfm - the header
5. _leftPod.cfm - left pod layout. Required are: [[PODTITLE]] - is what will be replaced with the title of the pod (text or image); [[PODBODY]] - will be replaced by pod body
6. _menu.cfm - blog menu
7.  _rightPod.cfm - right pod layout. Required are: [[PODTITLE]] - is what will be replaced with the title of the pod (text or image); [[PODBODY]] - will be replaced by pod body
8. index.html - sample template of the blog. used for admin backoffice.
Slide Shows: for now is BlogCFC slide shows (thanks to Ray Camden) added mostly to make easier the move from BlogCFC.

Caching: 1ssBlog is built so that the caching is done for different parts appart (entries, comments, pods, pods layouts and of course some data as being bad words, bad IPs, etc). For caching you can use one of the provided mechanisms or any other. Just be sure it to have the following methods: cacheInit, cacheSetElement, cacheGetElement, cacheRemoveElement, cacheShutdown. From the admin back office you can easily refresh as cache elements, so the entire application cache. Particular entries and static pages also can be cached for a particularly specified period. 
Smart Caching: allow entries to be cached and de-cached automatically based on how often they are viewed.
